The Conservatoire schools focus
is on developing you as a professional
artist, ensuring that you can join the ranks
of performers, choreographers, theatre
technicians, directors, designers and
artists who, we hope, will shape the
future of dance, drama and circus arts.

Fees and Financial Assistance Summary

Tuition Fees

The annual tuition fee for UK and EU* full-time undergraduates in 2010/11
who are new to higher education will be £3,290.

UK and EU students with an existing higher education quali cation which is
equal to or higher than that for which they are applying should contact the
individual school directly for further information on their course fees.

International students (outside of the EU) will be required to pay the full cost
of their tuition. This gure will be posted on the Conservatoire s website when
con rmed (www.cdd.ac.uk). The 2009/10 gure was £13,690.

Student Loans

UK students can apply for a loan from the Student Loans Company to cover
a) tuition fees and b) living costs. EU students can apply for a loan to cover
their tuition fees.

Maintenance Grants

UK students can apply for a maintenance grant of up to £2,906. To qualify,
your household income must be £25,000 or less.

Conservatoire Bursaries

Cash bursaries up to £1,700 are available per year to UK undergraduate
students meeting the requirements of the scheme. The amount you could
receive is determined by household income.

Additional Funding

Access to Learning Fund all of our schools have funds available through the
ALF. To apply please contact the relevant school.

Af liate bursaries and scholarship schemes our af liate schools may offer
their own bursaries. Please contact the School directly for more information.

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Tuition Fees

UK & EU students

The annual fee for new UK/EU full
time students starting a Conservatoire
undergraduate course in 2010/11 is
£3,290.

If you are a UK/EU student with an
existing Higher Education quali cation
which is equal or higher than the one

you wish to study please contact the
individual school you are applying to
directly for further information on your
course fee. It will not be less than £3,290.

Tuition fees are due at the start of the
academic year.

International students (outside of the EU)

Overseas students are required to pay the
full cost of their tuition. The 2010/11 gure
will be determined closer to the start of
the year, please check the Conservatoire
website for further updates. The 2009/10

gure was £13,690 (£12,470 for Northern
School of Contemporary Dance).

Student Loans

A student loan is available from the Student Loans Company for
UK and EU full-time students new to higher education (ie do not
have a previous degree or other higher education award, from the

UK or abroad).

Eligibility is assessed by the Student Loans Company and is based on your total

household income.

UK Students

If you are a UK student, loans are
available to cover a) tuition fees and
b) your living costs.

What can | receive?

a) Tuition fee loan

Students are able to apply for a loan up
to the full amount of tuition fees (£3,290).
This is paid directly to the Conservatoire
before the start of your rst term.

b) Your living costs/maintenance loan
You can borrow up to the value of

£4,950 (£6,928 if living in London) for
2010/11. The amount you receive in the
subsequent years of study may increase
in line with in ation. The table overleaf
gives an example of how much you could
expect to receive.

EU Students

If you are an EU national, or are a family

member of an EU National, you can apply

for a tuition fee loan from the Student

Loans Company up to the full amount of

your fees (£3,290). This is paid directly to

the Conservatoire before the start of your
rst term.

How do | apply?

UK UK students can apply
swdents| for a student loan and/or

a maintenance grant by
completing a PN1 form. You can apply
online or download a paper copy.

If you are an EU student you
can apply for a tuition fee loan
through the EU Customer
Services Team of the Student Loans
Company.

Maintenance Grants

What can | receive?

When will | receive payment?

In addition to the student loan, if you are
a UK student new to higher education
you can apply for a maintenance grant to
help with the cost of living. This is a non-
repayable grant and eligibility is assessed
on the basis of household income.

The effect a maintenance grant has
on other nancial help

If you receive a maintenance grant,

the amount of Student Loan you will be
eligible for will be reduced depending on
the amount you receive (this affects the
maintenance / living costs loan rather than
the fee loan). This is so students from lower
income households will have a smaller loan
to repay after they nish their course.

The tables below give an example of the
amount you could expect to receive for the
2010/11 academic year:

Studying outside of London

If you qualify for a grant, payment is made in
three instalments at the start of each term.

How do | apply?

You can apply for a maintenance grant
through the Student Loans Company by
completing a PN1 form, even if you are not
applying for a student loan.

You do not need to take out a loan to be in receipt of a Maintenance Grant.



Conservatoire Bursary Scheme

The Conservatoire offers bursaries to UK resident undergraduate
students attending any af liate school who meet the requirements of
the scheme. To qualify, students must be new to higher education.

What can | receive?

The amount you could receive is dependent on your household income. The maximum
amount of bursary available is £1,700 per year. In addition an extra payment of £400 is
available to you in the nal year of study. The table below shows how much you could
be eligible to receive per year.

Applying for a Conservatoire Bursary

To apply for this you must complete a PN1 form, even if you are not applying for

a student loan. There is no speci ¢ bursary section on the form, however in the
declaration section it will ask you if you do not wish to share your information. Sharing
your information will mean we will receive it and you will automatically be considered for
a Conservatoire Bursary.

You do not need to do anything else to apply. You will be noti ed in writing after the
start of your rst term. If eligible you will receive your rst instalment in February (50%),
with the second in May (50%).



Additional Financial Support
for UK and EU undergraduates

Additional Hardship Funds

The Conservatoire Bursary scheme is only
open to students living in the UK who

are new to higher education. However,
our af liate schools attract a number of
students from other EU countries, and
other UK students who are not eligible for
the Conservatoire Bursary. Even though
such students are not eligible for our
Bursary scheme, we are likely to set aside
a small fund to provide limited nancial
support for them. The criteria for any
additional nancial support for 2010/11
will be determined closer to the start of
the year.

Access to Learning Fund

All our schools have funds available from
the Access to Learning Fund (ALF), which
is separate from the Conservatoire s
Bursary scheme. The ALF provides small,
non-repayable grants to UK students
experiencing nancial dif culties during
the course of the academic year. Details
of how to apply to this fund are available
from the relevant schools.

Financial Assistance
for Postgraduate Programmes

The Conservatoire does not currently offer bursaries for
postgraduate courses, but our individual af liate schools may offer
certain support schemes. Please contact the relevant af liate school
for further information.

In general, there is no mandatory support for postgraduate students in England
centrally-funded by the government. Postgraduate students would be eligible to apply
to the Access to Learning Fund (ALF) if in nancial hardship. Further information about
different types of funding support can be found on the following websites*:
